6. Mixed 100m Butterfly; 

7. Mixed  50m Butterfly; 

8. Mixed 100m Freestyle; 

9. Mixed  50m Freestyle; 

10. Mixed 100m Breaststroke; 

11. Mixed  50m Breaststroke; 

12. Mixed 100m Backstroke; 

13. Mixed  50m Backstroke;
